This ½ day program will explain the 
rationale and scope of these regulations, provide an overview of the work 
processes taking place in hospital pharmacies, discuss the pharmacists 
perspective on �certification,� review the unique features and requirements for 
pharmacy cleanrooms, and engineering controls used for compounding 
hazardous drugs. Class format will be a combination of presentations and 
activities.
